Skyline Soccer

Summary of July 25, 2011 meeting

Chris Morgan (varsity coach) and Suzanne Dickie (junior varsity coach) held a meeting with parents on Monday, July 25 to address the issue of the freshmen soccer team.  All three high schools are trying to be consistent, but in the end, the large number of Skyline players may dictate a need to address the cuts differently. These are the options:
1. Have two teams only (varsity and junior varsity).  Freshmen would be allowed to play on either team if they make the team.  The Athletic Department has asked the coaches to expand their rosters to accommodate more players.  
Under this option, there are two scenarios for the JV team.

· The JV team could have a roster of approximately 25 players OR 
· The JV team could have a core of 12 players who play regularly and have two other groups (10-12 each) that alternate playing with the core group.

2. Create a second junior varsity “club” team that would be comprised of freshmen and sophomores.  This would be the JV White team.  Families would pay $150 directly to the soccer account in the Booster Club instead of to the school.  The Booster Club and the Athletic Department have indicated a willingness to help cover expenses for this year only (as a transition to club status).  The team would be a Skyline team with schedule of 12 games.  Parents would need to drive players to the away games.
3. If there is not a JV White team, freshmen could play for an Ann Arbor United team in the Great Lakes league (including freshmen from the other high schools). This would be completely independent from Skyline athletics. 
DECISION:  Parents and coaches agreed to pursue the creation of a JV White team for Fall 2011 (option 2).  This option accommodates the large number of students who are interested in soccer and keeps the best connection to Skyline high school sports.  For this to be feasible, there need to be 20 players on the roster.  The cost for the JV White team should be the same as the other teams.
